· Must adhere to all school policies and the Code of Student Conduct

· Must maintain at least a 2.0 cumulative GPA throughout the program of study

· Must maintain continuous enrollment with no more than a one-time Leave of Absence (LOA). 

· The School Director must approve the LOA. (Please refer to the Leave of Absence Policy)

Additional Criteria:

· Award amount can only be applied after program of study has been satisfactorily completed.

· The scholarship cannot be redeemed for cash distribution.

· This scholarship may be used in conjunction with other 3rd party scholarships, grants or programs. 

· All monthly payments must be kept current.
